Fortunately / Unfortunately

Teaching tip:

This is a great way to activate passive vocabulary. It allows your students to experiment with the language. 

Ask your students to work in pairs or small groups of 3 or 4. This will encourage co-operative learning and allow them to share their ideas.
This is good for lower-intermediate students. If your students are elementary, you could use an easier sentence to start with and use words that will link ideas in a time sequence, such as:

and then

after that

later

but then

and finally

You could have your class vote on the best sentence and then write it on the board.
