Holidays

Teaching tip:

We´ve all discussed holidays and holiday locations with our students. Here´s a way to do it that encourages conversation and exchange of ideas. It combines speaking and listening together with writing. 

Ask students to write out all the complete question first – this can be done in pairs or small groups. Check that they have the right question forms – write all the questions on the board. 

There may be several different ways to ask the same question – accept anything that makes sense and is correct. 

Once you´ve got all the question forms on the board, ask your students to make notes about an exciting holiday they had – answering the questions on the board. 

Stages:

1. Students write out the complete questions in pairs or small groups.

2. Teacher checks that all the students can see the possible questions forms on the board.

3. Students answer questions about their own favourite holiday – they can check their sentences with other members of their group or with their teacher.

4.  "Now ask your partner about his/her holiday and answer his/her questions about yours.

5. Now write a paragraph about your partner´s holiday in about 50 words.
"Make notes about an exciting holiday you had (by answering these questions) – First, what are the complete questions?" 

Where/go? (Where did you go?)

When/go? (When did you go there?)

Who/go with? (Who did you go with?)

How long/stay? (How long did you stay there?)

How/travel? ( How did you travel?)

Where/stay? (Where did you stay?)

What/do? (What did you do (while) you were there?)

What/see? (What did you see? Did you visit any interesting places?)

Enjoy / holiday? (Did you enjoy your holiday?)
