Pronouns are used in place of a noun or a name, often to avoid repetition.  For example, compare:


Rodrigo lives in Rio. Rodrigo likes Rio very much.  Rio is a beautiful city.


Rodrigo lives in Rio.  He likes it very much.  It is a beautiful city.
In order not to repeat ‘Rodrigo’ we use he, and in order not to repeat ‘Rio’, we use it.
